AWARD CRITERIA
Each nomination for the ICCTA Distinguished Alumnus Award will be reviewed according to the following criteria:

Outstanding success and distinction in chosen field


▪
Humanitarian service that has proven greatly beneficial to society


▪
Continued interest in and support of education and community colleges


▪
Overcoming life's obstacles

▪
Completion of a recognized program of instruction at an Illinois public community college
NOMINATION REQUIREMENTS
Nominations for the ICCTA Distinguished Alumnus Award must be submitted by the board of trustees of an ICCTA member college. Each ICCTA member college is eligible to nominate one graduate each year. Currently serving trustees and presidents are not eligible for nomination. Posthumous nominations are not eligible for submission.
In order for a nomination to be considered, all of the following items must be included in the nomination packet. The total length must not exceed 6 pages:


▪ A completed ICCTA nomination form (a response covering each question is required)


▪ A brief self-statement of 250 words of less describing how the nominee's life has been shaped by a 



community college education


▪ No more than 2 letters of recommendation


▪ No more than 2 pages of supplemental materials (i.e., news articles, brochures, photos)

In addition, the nominator must submit a letter of support from the college board of trustees. This letter will not be counted as part of the 6-page nomination packet but is required for a nomination to be considered.


★ Failure to follow these guidelines will result in the disqualification of a nomination ★
Because the names of many deserving nominees are received each year, boards of trustees are encouraged to re-submit the names and qualifications of former nominees for consideration.

PROGRAM DEADLINES
All nomination materials must be received by 5 PM, Friday, February 24, 2012. THIS DEADLINE WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED. All award nominees will be invited to attend ICCTA's June 1, 2012, awards banquet in Normal, where the statewide winner will be announced.
