NOMINATION REQUIREMENTS
Nominations for the ICCTA Gary W. Davis Ethical Leadership Award must be submitted by the board of trustees of an ICCTA member college.

In order for a nomination to be considered, all of the following items must be included in the nomination packet. The total length must not exceed 6 pages:


▪ A completed ICCTA nomination form (a response covering each question is required)


▪ A letter of acknowledgment from the nominee


▪ No more than 2 pages of supplemental materials (i.e., news articles, brochures, photos)

In addition, the nominator must submit a letter of support from the college board of trustees. This letter will not be counted as part of the 6-page nomination packet but is required for a nomination to be considered.
