NOMINATION REQUIREMENTS
Any currently serving trustee of an ICCTA member college is eligible to receive this award. Members of the ICCTA Awards Committee may be nominated but will be excused from further committee service for the remainder of 2012. Posthumous nominations are not eligible for submission.

In order for a nomination to be considered, all of the following items must be included in the nomination packet. The total length must not exceed 6 pages:


▪ A completed ICCTA nomination form (a response covering each question is required)


▪ No more than 2 letters of recommendation


▪ No more than 2 pages of supplemental materials (i.e., news articles, brochures, photos)

In addition, the nominee must submit a letter of support from the college board of trustees. This letter will not be counted as part of the 6-page nomination packet but is required for a nomination to be considered.


★ Failure to follow these guidelines will result in the disqualification of a nomination ★
Because of the names of many deserving nominees are received each year, boards of trustees are encouraged to re-submit the names and qualifications of former nominees for consideration.
